If we've been forgiven so much, how much
should we forgive others?)

Read that passage together now - what are some characteristics
of love? How can we display those in our relationships with our
siblings, friends, family, etc.?

As we learn to love one another, how does that lead to peace and
harmony? Do you think that loving one another helps us to have
unity with each other? (Read Colossians 3:14)
